“Not everyone becomes a major star, but the people at my 

level are the backbone of show business because we are the 

ones who are everywhere,” Sardelli is fond of saying. 

 

A famed humanitarian, his fund-raiser event for mentally 

disabled children, “Starshine”, gathers fellow performers and community leaders to shine shoes for a 

great cause throughout the U.S. and some of the countries where Sardelli has performed. A veteran 

himself, Sardelli regularly donates his time and talents to many veteran’s events. He lives by his mantra, 

“Nobody is taller than when they lean down to help somebody else”.
